
 

Bloomfield Parent Meeting Minutes 

November 8, 2007

Ms. Watts opened the meeting with discussion about the after school pick-up procedure.  

Parents had some thoughts on how to make this procedure better and they also voiced other 

concerns.  The biggest concern was crosswalk safety which Ms. Watts assured would be done 

as soon as maintenance had a good weather day to paint two new crosswalks.  One would go 

by the playground to the parking lot and the other would cross from the gym doors to the 

parking lot.  Ms. Watts will also advise the buses to park between the crosswalks instead of 

over them.  Discussion was held on the safety difference between picking up in the classroom 

versus the gym and the fact that picking up in the gym is less disruptive to the classrooms when 

parents are not crowded in the hallways.    Basically this new process will take time to flow 

smoothly and with patience and perseverance we will have a safe and quick exit for students 

that don’t ride the bus.  Most of the parents that pick up their students do so because the bus 

ride is so long and they also voiced that they would like to meet with a bus garage 

representative to see how the routes get planned and if anything could be done to help this 

situation. 

The budget was reviewed and reported that the parent group has $3,705.52.  At this time Ms. 

Unger has requested funds for diversity day so that she can have a new speaker who talks 

about other countries and is also a mime.  Due to the amount of funds requested all parents 

present voted that if the fourth grade could be included and if Ms. Unger could get the best 

price possible that it would be feasible to pay this out of the parent fund.   

The soundproofing of the gym was tabled until more parents that have been involved in this 

issue could be present.  We really don’t have any firm information to update at this time.   

Ms. Watts updated us on the outcome of the Sun Safety Grant.  Mrs. Curtis was successful in 

writing this grant and the school received $500.00 to acquire shade trees for the playground.  

Mrs. Curtis is looking at quotes for shade trees from area greenhouses and when the 

appropriate time for planting would be.  We hope to have more information next meeting.
