Dear Parents,

It was so nice to return to school and find that all the snow had disappeared over
vacation! The children have been able to enjoy playing on the playground without boots
and snow gear! The sand box is even open!! We have been working on being good
friends and helping each other. You will find that your child may bring home some
‘treasures’. These are rewards that they have earned with good behavior in our
classroom. They are accumulating 5 purple cards for following rules and directions,
listening, and being a good friend to others. They may exchange 5 cards for a prize out
of the treasure box.

This week we started 2 science experiments as follow up activities to Jack and
The Beanstalk.

We will open bags and the seeds on
Monday to see what happens inside the seed when it sprouts.
